	· Patients with a diagnosis of cancer registered with a GP in the BNSSG 
· Nutritional issues as a result of cancer or cancer treatment, including the following: 
· Nutrition Support – poor appetite and weight loss 
· Weight gain associated with some oncology treatment or side effects 
· Nutritional impacting symptoms as a consequence of treatment e.g. fatigue, gastrointestinal symptoms, sore/dry mouth,  taste changes, nausea
· Dietary changes specific to operations / procedures

· Managing difficulties/ anxieties related to nutrition as a result of cancer. 
· Referrals not accepted:

· Referrals that require more specialist Dietetic advice e.g. Gastroenterology Dietitian, Diabetes Dietitian, Specialist UGI/Pancreatic Dietitian will be referred on to the appropriate service. 

· If they are under the care of other Dietetic services  e.g. gastroenterology, eating disorders. Referrals for patients with eating disorders as a primary concern would not be appropriate for this service unless the concern is cancer related e.g. myth busting or side effects of treatment. 
	· Referrals will be triaged; all urgent referrals will receive 2 phone calls to offer an appointment at SBCH, Bristol Haematology and Oncology Centre, or Phone consultation.  If they do not answer the calls they will be sent a first invite letter asking them to call within 2 weeks to make an appointment. Routine referrals will be sent a first invite letter and will have 2 weeks to make an appointment. 
· All patients who are sent a 1st invite letter will be given the booking centre telephone number to call and make an appointment. 

· Patients will be offered an initial face to face or telephone consultation. If follow up is required this may be by phone or as a follow up outpatient appointment.

· If the South Bristol or the BHOC  clinic are not accessible for the patient they may be offered a telephone consultation or referred on to a local Dietetic service 

· If they do not respond to phone calls or first invite letters within the specified time period they will be discharged back to the care of their GP.
