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Are your patient’s toes oedematous?
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· Early intervention is key in the prevention of toes becoming wet oedematous toes.

· Measure your patient for Haddenham or Juzo toe caps or a Ready Wrap toe garment at the earliest opportunity (must have had an ABPI). 
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· If your patient toes are wet commence toe bandaging using Mollelast 4cm x 4m bandages. This is available on prescription and come in a box of 20 bandages. You can ask for support with learning how to apply toe bandaging from an L&R representative or a member of the wound care service.
