	Monthly prescriptions
	· According to shared care protocol


	Annual reviews
(use annual review checklist)
	· Patient completes annual review checklist

· Health Care Assistant (HCA) checks weight, height, BMI, BP, pulse

· Review by General Practitioner

· Check for therapeutic effects, adverse effects, co-morbidities


	6-monthly
	· Patient attends surgery for BP, pulse and weight check – self check


	Non-attendance
	· Give second chance one month later

· Consider additional reminder (SMS, etc.)

· Consider stopping prescription until patient has made contact with GP surgery

· Discuss with ADHD clinic if treatment gap more than 2 weeks

· Telephone support for primary care within same working day for urgent matters (remember: ADHD is not usually the cause of a crisis/emergency)
